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Election of the Committee for 2011/12
The constitution of the South London Inter Faith Group states that the AGM will:

Elect the secretary and treasurer and other members of the committee, making every effort to include representatives of the main faiths in South London. Nominations for officers and members of the committee should be submitted to the secretary seven days before the AGM. Officers, committee members, proposers and seconders must all be members of the Group.
The section of the constitution dealing with the committee is as follows:

a) The committee will act in an executive role on behalf of the Group between AGMs.

b) The elected committee shall be not more than 12 people but never fewer than 4.

c) The committee shall include the secretary and the treasurer elected at the AGM, and such other officers as the committee wishes to appoint from amongst its other members.

d) Up to three persons with special expertise and contacts may be co-opted.

e) Should a position on the committee become vacant during the year, the committee can appoint a replacement to act until the next AGM.

f) Committee meetings will be chaired by the secretary, and Group meetings by any member of the committee.

g) Committee meetings are quorate with 4 elected members present.

h) It shall meet at least four times a year.

i) It can appoint sub-committees to assist it in its work, which can include members of the committee and others.
