London Inter faith walks on Saturday July 14 and Sunday July 15
South London Inter Faith Group has encouraged and supported a coordinated set of inter faith walks this year immediately before the Olympics and Paralympics. There will be walks right across the southern part London during the weekend 14th and 15th July 2012. Local groups have chosen the Saturday or the Sunday, or both, depending on local factors.
The aim is to use this time when the global spotlight is on London to celebrate the multi faith character of London and to demonstrate the inter faith collaboration that is taking place. Planning meetings took place on 8th February at Southwark Cathedral Education Centre and on 15th May at City Hall. There was an encouraging response at the planning meetings and there will be 11 walks in 10 different boroughs: Croydon, Greenwich, Hounslow, Kingston, Lambeth, Merton, Lewisham, Richmond, Southwark, and Wandsworth.
